Rhode Island organizers are gathering dozens of signatures from people

in Rhode Island as well as building a grassroots organization that

will eventually help influence members of Congress.

It's not enough to patch up the current system. We need to restrict the ways that bankers can lobby and serve in the government. We need to prohibit compensation plans that encourages huge short-term risk. We have to break up any bank that's "too big to fail" so that we can have a functional free market. The public is committed to a fight with the biggest banks for the long haul, as citizens continue to call for a new way forward.
